· Medical Expense Analysis;
· Stock valuation at months end; 
· The software should have a variance analysis features – Budget vs. Actual
· the software should have a proper backup and restore system as well as maintenance schedules;

· The software should have multi-currency features; 
· The software should have strong internal control features such as multi-level users and audit trails; etc.
· A system with approval work flow would have an added advantage.
Scope of work
i. Install and commission the operation of the accounting software to meet the operational needs of the Agency;

ii. Conduct training for the Technical, Finance and Administrative staff;

iii. Commission and handover the system.
